CHESHIRE IN ANOTHER LAST OVER THRILLER 

Having beaten Lancashire County Board on Thursday with one ball to spare, the J W Lees Cheshire County side lost out to Staffordshire on Sunday in another thrilling 50 over game, by just one run. 

They must have been favourites to win, as, with one over to go they needed 3 to win, Simon Renshaw was on strike with 48 not out off 44 balls, and they still had three wickets in hand. 

Renshaw played and missed the first two balls, but then struck the third hard and high to deep long off where a brilliant diving catch robbed him of his fifty and the likely Cheshire victory. Neil Thompson (Warrington) and Robin Fisher (BootIe) scrambled a single each off the next two balls leaving Cheshire needing one off the last ball to tie the scores and victory, as they had lost fewer wickets. But their final frantic dash failed by a few feet, and it was Staffordshire who were left celebrating. 

Cheshire did well to contain Staffordshire to a modest 169 on the potentially fast- scoring Nantwich ground. Neil Thompson, bowling straight wicket to wicket, picked up 5 for 49- three bowled and one LBW. But when it came to Cheshire's turn to bat they made very heavy weather of their early overs and took 29 overs to reach 50. Following early afternoon showers, Staffordshire's two lively opening bowlers took a liking to the rain affected pitch and made run scoring look almost impossible. Af1er being 34 for 4, Captain Andrew Hall (Bramhall) 27 started the fight back with Neil Cross (New Brighton) 13, but when they had gone at 87 for 6, it was Simon Renshaw who took up the challenge. Steve Ogilby (Chester Boughton Hall) hit two massive 6's in his valuable 25, giving Cheshire an outside chance, taking the score to 131 for 7. Then Renshaw, with two 4's and a 6, and Robin Fisher smashed twenty off one over, taking Cheshire to the brink of victory at 166 for 7. But then came that fateful final over. 

One thing is certain, Minor County cricket with Cheshire is far from dull!
