CHESHIRE WIN THRILLER AT BLACKPOOL 

The crowd at Blackpool were fully entertained by a fluctuating 38 County 50 over match which the J W Lees Cheshire team won off the second last ball of the game. 

Lancashire County Board won the toss and elected to bat on a good cricket wicket, but after an early flourish, struggled against some disciplined bowling, particularly by Jason Whittaker (Oulton Park) and Robin Fisher (BootIe). After 26 overs they had lost five wickets for only 73 runs, but then Chris Hall, who in previous years had played for Cheshire, and Stuart CatteraII came together, steadied the ship and slowly took the game to Cheshire with increasingly aggressive stroke play. They added 93 in 18 overs when CatteraIl smashed James Powell (Chester Boughton HaIl) hard and high to deep wide long off where Barney Cutbill (Macclesfield) ran thirty yards to his left to take a brilliant diving catch. HaIl kept going to finish with 72 not out, and take his side to a competitive 213 for 8 after 50 overs. 

Cheshire's Danny Leech (Winnington Park) and Mark Currie (Alderley Edge) found the going hard against the unconventional opening bowling combination of the decidedly brisk Saja Mahmood and Chris Hall's flighted off spinners. Initially they struggled to score at more than two an over, but after Leech was caught sweeping Hall for 12, pinch-hitter James Powell joined Mark Currie and together they got the innings going. They both fell with the total on 89 after 19 overs which brought in Richard Hignett (BootIe) who played in his own exciting and skilful way, taking the attack to Lancashire. When he left for an excellent 57, adjudged LBW on the front foot in the middle of David Snellgrove's very good spell of slow bowling, Cheshire were in a precarious position of 163 for 6, with 51 still wanted in 13 overs with only 4 wickets left. It could easily have gone all wrong for Cheshire, but the experienced Neil Cross (New Brighton) and Jason Whit taker, put on 41 at the required rate before Cross had an uncharacteristic swing at Snellgrove, missed, and was bowled -204 for 7. Steve Ogilby (Chester Boughton Hall) scampered a frantic 8 before being run out with 3 needed off 8 balls. It took Cheshire 7 of these to make it -it was that close!
