CHESHIRE'S RECORDS RUINED BY RAIN 

Bad light and then rain brought an early close to the second day and washed out the whole of the third day of J W Lees Cheshire's Minor Cow1ties match against Cornwall at Alderley Edge. 

This followed a gloriously hot first day when Cheshire broke three records scoring 404 

for 7 declared in 91 overs. It was wonderful cricket. 

The innings was in danger of disaster when Jason Whittaker, Neil Cross and Simon Marshall were dismissed by Charlie Shreck as Cheshire slumped from 26 for no wicket to 30 for 3. Then acting-Captain Richard Hignett (BootIe) joined Brrunhall's Daniel Leech and they put on 248 together, a Cheshire record for the 4th wicket, beating the 229 which had stood for 72 years. 

Richard Hignett hit a personal best of 183 at a run a ball with four 6s and 28 fours in an unstoppable show of power batting. Leech was the perfect foil for him with his delicate cutting and placing of the ball. He increased his strike rate after Hignett holed out at deep square leg and finished with 152 not out with 24 fours -again his personal best for Cheshire. 

Comwall reached 36 for 0 wickets in 16 overs on the first evening, and their progress on the second day was not much quicker. It was dull and overcast with rain and thunder threatening most of the time, but it was difficult to understand Cornwall' s strategy as they made little attempt to force the pace in search of additional batting points, which, after Cheshire's record breaking efforts, was somewhat disappointing for the crowd. When the rains finally came after 77 overs, they had reached 221 for 2 with Jason Whittaker (Oulton Park) taking the two wickets. In the end, it didn't matter, the monsoon saw to that.
