CHESHIRE'S DISMAL DRAW AT HEREFORDSHIRE 

Cheshire's 3-day Minor Counties match with Herefordshire will be remembered more for the unpleasant weather than for the cricket. The match ended in a draw as bad light stopped play on the final afternoon with neither side having any chance of forcing a win. 

The Luctonian’s ground at Kingsland had little protection from the distinctly cold wind which had all the spectators either in the pavilion or in their cars. And the cricket did little to warm the cockles. 

Herefordshire won the toss and batted, but at a snail's pace of only two per over as Charlie Lamb (Bramhall) and Simon Renshaw's accuracy pegged them back. After 70 overs, the threatening rain duly arrived with the score only 140 for 7. On the resumption Cheshire lost their grip on the match as their grip on the wet ball became less sure, and they allowed the home team to reach 291 for 9 when they eventually declared -Lamb 5 for 79, Crenshaw 3 for 51. 

Cheshire were immediately in trouble with both openers back in the warmth for 15. Skipper Hall asked Steve Ogilby (Chester Boughton Hall) and Barney Cutbill (Macclesfield) to be Cheshire's night-watchmen and they duly saw the first day out with the score 22 for 2. The next morning they took their opportunity to be "opening batsmen" and both played really well. They put on 103 in good time before being dismissed in quick succession. Rain again meant overs were lost, but in between the showers Richard Hignet1 scored a quick fire 47 with 22 off one over and Andrew Hall 39 as Cheshire reached 275 for eight and their third batting point early on the third morning. 

It might be argued that Cheshire should have declared when they reached 225 and their second batting point. This would have made Hereford feel morally obliged to set a fourth innings target, which they clearly didn't want to do. The game was effectively killed off when Hereford batted again, initially scoring at 2 an over, and only pushing on as Cheshire started to bowl for the declaration which never came. They ended on a Pyrrhic 243 for 4 with Paul Lazenbury scoring 119. Altogether 33 overs were lost to the dismal weather, but more positive cricket might have made more of a match of it.
