CHESHIRE WIN AFTER A FRIGHT 

Cheshire narrowly beat Huntingdonshire by 12 runs in the first round of the 2003 C & G competition at Toft, earning them a 2nd round home match against Lincolnshire at Neston on Thursday 12th September with the winners' prize a home game against a first class county early next season. 

After winning the toss and batting, Cheshire eventually made 230 for 5. Andrew Hall (Bramhall) made 38, Andrew Batterley (Atherton) 43, Richard Hignett (BootIe) 32 and Nafees Din (Sale) 28. But it was only when Eric Upashantha (59 not out) and Neil Cross (New Brighton) 16 got together with 9 overs to go that the scoring rate took off. They put on 63 together which gave Cheshire an acceptable total. 

Huntingdonshire attacked from the start. Rollins smashed 10 off Upashantha's first over, but holed out, pulling straight to square leg in the second -a real bonus for Cheshire. With South African Strydom, Atkins and Wilson all striking aggressively they reached 119 for 3 after 25 overs and were favourites to win. But immediately after the drinks break, they lost three quick wickets and the innings fell away to 163 for 9 after 41 overs, only for a brilliant last wicket stand of 55 to take them to 218 before a rifle throw from Martin Knight (Hyde) just beat the diving Sandford. They were 12 short with a full over still to come. What a final over that might have been.
