CHESHIRE 'FELLED' FOUR SHORT 

After appearing to have the match well in hand the J W Lees Cheshire County side disappointed a large crowd at Neston when they let slip a golden opportunity to progress in the 2003 Cheltenham & Gloucester Trophy in the last seven overs. A win would have gained them a home draw against first class opposition early next year. 

Lincolnshire ran up a daunting-total of 281 for 7 in their 50 overs on a good track against a somewhat one-pace attack, following the late withdrawal of spinner Robin Fisher, Neston ' s leg-spinner , Simon Marshall, had the best figures of 0 for 45 off 10 overs, and although Heaton Mersey's Jonathan Farrow was the only bowler to take more than one wicket, he went for 81 runs. 

Cheshire opened up with a 122 stand in 27 over between Mark Currie (Alderley Edge) and New Brighton's Paul Bryson (59) who was making his first County appearance of the season after a major knee operation, Richard Hignett (BootIe) and Currie then doubled the score to 244 for 2 in 42 overs before Hignett was bowled for a spectacular 86 off 50 balls. Currie was soon out for 94, leaving Cheshire to score 38 off 7 overs. They should have coasted it, but skipper, Andy Hall (Bramhall), was controversially run out for 3, and the later batsmen couldn' t get Lincohlshire captain Mark Fell ' s Canny slow left arm spinners away, none of them reaching double figures. They needed 10 off the last over, but only managed 5, losing two further wickets, finishing with 277 for 8, thus losing by 4 runs. 

Cheshire were without several key players, with their overseas professional, Eric Upashantha having to return to Sri Lanka, and several teachers returning to school. Hignett won the man of the match award, but Cheshire would find that little consolation.
