CHESHIRE BEAT W ALES IN TWO DAYS 

The J W Lees Cheshire County side regained their winning ways at Oxton where they overwhelmed Wales MC by an innings and 115 runs in the Minor Counties Championship. 

Wales won the toss and put Cheshire in on a steamy day after early morning rain. Jason Whit taker (Oulton Park) and Daniel Leech (Bramhall) started cautiously as the new ball jagged about. Whittaker eventually nicked one to slip -35 for one. This brought Richard Hignett (BootIe) in to join Leech, and together they built the base for Cheshire's success. Last week against Comwall they shared a record 248 partnership -this time it was a useful 131. Hignett went first, caught deep on the boundary for 68, and Leech was bowled next over for 61. Simon Renshaw played well for 28, but it was Neil Cross (New Brighton), 79 not out, who built on the solid start and took Cheshire to 327 for 6 in 83 overs when Hignett declared with maximum batting points. 

Next morning, in the sunshine, the early Welsh batting looked diffident as Renshaw, Chris Finegan (Bootle) and Whittaker moved the ball around in the air and off the pitch. Three were down for 42, but at 57 Jason Whittaker made the major breakthrough. He bowled Hopkins, had Lovell LBW and the dangerous Owen Dawkins caught in the slips -57 for 6. After that the innings was doomed and Simon Renshaw 3 for 3 with Chris Finegan wrapped it up for 81. 

They fared little better following on in the second innings making 131 against a varied Cheshire attack of seam and spin. Hignett gave his bowlers confidence by setting attacking fields and only David Lloyd coming in at number eight with 35 not out scored over twenty. Simon Renshaw took 4 for 33, Neil Cross 2 for 24, Jason Whittaker 2 for 19 and Robin Fisher and Richard Hignett one each, leaving Cheshire able to relax with their victory drinks in the warm evening sunshine. A job well done.
