CHESHIRE WILT AGAINST WIL TSHlRE 

Cheshire's last 3-day Championship match against Wiltshire at Westbury ended in a draw as, after eventually bowling Wiltshire out a second time, Cheshire stumbled to 114 for 8 chasing a target of 198 to win in 41 overs. They needed to get off to a good start, but Wiltshire denied them easy runs, and, in the attempt to accelerate, they lost wickets regularly with only skipper Andrew Hall (Bramhall) with 47 making a worthwhile contribution, 

On the first day Wiltshire won the toss, elected to bat and were bowled out for 220 -a good bowling performance by the J W Lees Cheshire side, with Charlie Lamb (Brarnl1all) and Robin Fisher (BootIe) both taking three wickets, Cheshire's early bat1ing failed, and they were soon in trouble at 23 for 3, but then Neil Cross (New Brighton) and Richard Hignett (BootIe) with 61 revived the innings, On the second day, Simon Renshaw (Kibworth) scored his maiden century for Cheshire (106) and Steve Ogilby (Chester Boughton Hall) made 81, his highest score for Cheshire, They batted brilliantly to give Cheshire a good first innings advantage of 134 which proved to be Cheshire's high point of the match, 

Early wickets were required to put Wiltshire under pressure, but by the end of the second day Wiltshire had eased their precarious position to 69 for no wicket. They continued solidly on the third morning as Cheshire again strived to take wickets, Cheshire's ultimate tactic of bowling and fielding for a declaration didn't really work as Wiltshire went on to make 331 before they were all out. 198 in 41 overs sounds possible, but, in the end, the truth was that Cheshire simply didn't bat well enough the second time to get anywhere near.

During the match, Simon Renshaw was presented with his County Cap, a just reward for his considerable effort and success with both the ball and the bat over the last two seasons.
